William Wilberforce

Parliamentarian whose labors led to the end of slavery in the British Colonies. Wilberforce’s faith in
Jesus Christ changed him from a careless, wealthy young politician to a tireless, compassionate
public servant. As the prophet Daniel found ways to apply the principles of his faith in a position of
leadership among other leaders who did not share his faith, Wilberforce developed and used his gifts
of leadership and persuasion to champion countless efforts to better society. He persisted for
decades in the tasks to which God had called him, despite illness, physical threats, and enormous
opposition. We at The Wilberforce School wish to encourage young people who seek to emulate
William Wilberforce, affecting their world as Wilberforce did his.
